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Degree Courses

Tuition fees: £6,600 per year for 2012/13
As well as your tuition fees you will also need to
consider living and accommodation costs. These will
vary depending on the accommodation you choose
and the lifestyle you live whilst at Futureworks.

Funding

Information on the different kinds of financial
support available for students is complex and an
area that you need to research fully. Funding is
generally split into the following two categories:

1. Funding for Tuition Fees

In most circumstances students can apply for a
tuition fee loan of up to £6,000 through their
national financial awarding authority, for example
those students who reside in England can apply to
Student Finance England.

2. Funding for living

Books, rent, equipment, travel and social life. This
can come in the form of a Student Maintenance
Loan or Maintenance Grant. Loans are available to
cover maintenance while non-repayable grants
may also be available.

EU Students

Students who normally reside within the European
Union, but outside the UK, may be entitled to Tuition
Fee Support. As well as help with tuition fees, you
may be able to apply for help with living costs and
certain other expenses.

Futureworks cannot currently accept international
students on our degree courses.

How to apply for student funding

You need to complete your financial assessment form
online. Once you have completed your application,
Student Finance England will assess how much you
will be able to borrow for a Student Maintenance Loan
and whether you are eligible for a Maintenance Grant.

You, and your parents (if you are still dependent

on them), must complete your application in good
time and without waiting for the offer of a place.
The earlier you complete your form, the more

likely it is that you will have all your finance in place
for when you start your course in September.



Further funding options

Most full time students can’t claim means tested
benefits whilst studying. There are certain students
who may be able to claim benefits such as
students with children, or those with disabilities.

Special Support Grant - those with a pre-existing right
to welfare or disability benefits may be entitled to this
instead of a Maintenance Grant. Unlike the Mainte-
nance Grant, the Special Support Grant will not affect
the amount of Maintenance Loan you can receive.

Parents Learning Allowance, Childcare Grant, Adult
Dependants Grant - there are grants available for
UK students with dependants who are following a
full-time undergraduate or PGCE course of study.

Disabled Students Allowance - students with
disabilities may be entitled to this grant which helps
with costs you incur in attending your course, as a
direct result of your disability or learning difficulty.

Access to Learning Fund - this can provide extra help
if you are in hardship and need extra financial support.

Part-time work

You can also supplement your living costs with
a part-time job. Working up to 15 hours a week
can be an excellent way to gain new skills and
even help you to time manage your studies.

Student bank accounts

Where you put your money could be very important
to your finances. Most banks offer special student
accounts with a free overdraft, which could be
useful in the short term, as long as you find out how
long this facility will exist for after you graduate.

Loan repayments

Tuition Fee Loans and Maintenance Loans

are repayable. Students who start their course

after 1st September 2012 begin paying back their
student loan once they earn more than £21,000 per
year. This is currently subject to parliamentary
approval, for up to date information please check the
DirectGov website.

Mature students

Student Finance for mature students is slightly
different because you do not necessarily fit into

the same financial categories as someone who is
aged 18 and just leaving school or college. The main
difference you will experience if you are classed as a
mature student is the way your income is assessed.
You will be classed as a mature student if you

are one or a combination of the following:

* 25 or over before the start of your course
¢ Married or in a civil partnership
before you start your course
¢ A parent who has your child living with you
e Financially independent of your parents for
three years before the start of your course
e Living in the care of a Local Authority
or a Voluntary Organisation

Futureworks Diploma courses are highly
vocational and practical programmes designed
as a direct pathway to industry.

Funding options for our diplomas are different from
degree courses. Applicants are not eligible to go
through the Student Finance route and as such must
be responsible for their own funding. This should
not stop you exploring other funding methods. The
DirectGov website offers advice on many alternative
ways to fund training and education and we offer
payment in instalments. Many of our courses are
taught in the evenings so you may be able maintain
your current employment whist you study.

Funding

Professional and Career Development Loans are bank
loans that can be used to help pay for work related
learning. You can borrow between £300 and £10,000
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Courses

to help support the cost of up to two years of learning
(or three years if it includes one year’s relevant
unpaid practical work). The Young People’s Learning
Agency will pay the interest on the loan while you

are learning and for one month afterwards. The loan
can be used to pay course fees or other costs such as
travel and living expenses. You can also use the loan
to supplement other forms of support such as grants
or bursaries. Because the Professional and Career
Development Loan is a commercial loan product, they
should only be considered as an option once all other
student funding options have been investigated.

Part-time work

You can supplement your living costs with a
part-time job. Working up to 15 hours a week
can be an excellent way to gain new skills and
even help you to time manage your studies.

Payment Options

We offer flexible payment options, some people
choose to pay in full for tuition fees, whilst others pay
in monthly instalments to lower the initial payment.

The Access to Learning Fund
This is government funding available to our
degree students and provides help for students
in hardship who may need extra financial support
for their course and to stay in education.
The fund can:
e Help if you are in financial hardship
¢ Pay particular course and living costs which are
not already being paid for from other sources
¢ Provide emergency payments for
unexpected financial crises
e Help students who may be considering giving
up their course because of financial problems
Students are assessed based on their needs.
However, some students (for example, disabled
students and students with children) are a priority
for help from the Access to Learning Fund.

Benefits

Most full-time students are not entitled to income-
related benefits. However certain groups (including
single parents, student couples with dependent
children and some disabled students) may be eligible
for income-related benefits including Housing
Benefit while they are studying. For more information

Tax Credits

Child Tax Credit

If you are a student with dependent children, you may
be entitled to claim Child Tax Credit. Student loans
and grants to meet the costs of tuition fees, childcare
and other course-related costs are not treated as
income for tax credits purposes. However, the Adults
Dependants’ Grant will be taken into account as
income. If you are receiving the maximum amount of
Child Tax Credit (and no Working Tax Credit) you are
also entitled to free school meals for your children.

Working Tax Credit

You must be in paid work to qualify for Working Tax
Credit. So, in general, you will not be able to claim
this credit unless you are responsible for looking
after a child or young person or are disabled and

are doing at least 16 hours of paid work a week.
Mature students (aged 25 and over) who are working
in a paid job for at least 30 hours a week may

also be eligible, even if they dont have children.
